Key Activities & Actions


· A diary to record all events, ideas and thoughts about the sabbatical was bought.

· Attending a series of training sessions led by Eva Hoffman.

· Purchase of relevant books by Eva Hoffman for reference, staff training and personal professional development.

· A support group for local schools set up by the LEA General Inspector was attended

· Staff involved and trained at staff meetings.

· Timetable throughout school altered to encompass “ brain breaks” and snacks.

· Water made available at all times during the school day via individual, refillable water bottles supplied by United Utilities and water fountains funded from the school budget.

· Pupils in the Foundation Unit and Key Stage1 observed with teaching staff to pinpoint attitudes to learning for examples of resilience, resourcefulness, remembering, reflectiveness and responsiveness. Ways of developing these attitudes was discussed.

· Changes in the Foundation Unit were made to enhance learning

· Further personal training by attending a conference presented by Alastair Smith. The book “The Alps Approach” and posters were purchased.

· Changes made to the school environment including thermometers put in all classrooms to monitor that a temperature conducive to learning was maintained interactive displays evident etc. ( see policy document )
