Proposal


By exploring the principals of Accelerated Learning/Mind-Based Learning to consider different learning styles in Early Years and Key Stage 1 to enhance the curriculum and raise standards. 

Main Findings


· Increased knowledge and understanding of different learning styles improved concentration.

· The teachers felt that adapting planning and teaching styles should be explored.

· Pupils and teachers were empowered by identifying their preferred learning styles this in turn raised self-esteem and self-confidence. 

· Improved learning environment using a more “mind-friendly” timetable with regular breaks and opportunities for a drink of water, a milk break or piece of fruit greatly helped attitudes to learning.

· Improving the “5 R’s” in Early Years would hopefully empower learning in later years thereby raise standards.

· Children became interested in their own learning and would possibly, in the future, take responsibility for their own learning. 

Outcomes & Further Development


· Lessons to be adapted to encompass mind friendly learning components.

· Parents to be introduced to the Mind Based learning principals.

· Mind mapping to be taught to Y3.

· Learning styles to be included in the School Development and Improvement Plan.

· The policy for Mind Based learning has been accepted by the Governors and will be reviewed regularly.
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
