	To raise standards in maths attainment by:

· Raising parental involvement in maths throughout the school, but particularly during the Early Years.

· Finding out what maths special needs programmes are available and how these might be used within my school.

· Evaluating the maths assessment process that was in place and consider alternative processes.

	Main Findings


	· Children starting in reception achieve higher PIP results in literacy than maths, but by the end of the year achieve higher in maths. This is not sustained throughout the school; at KS2 SAT results are lower in maths than any other subject. 

· I could not find any commercial schemes for special needs in maths; there are diagnostic tests available from various companies. I purchased Diagnostic Interviews from Beam and found this very useful in pinpointing the exact problems of the children I tested.

· After research done on the Internet, I found that Cumbria Numeracy Team have written key questions for the Key Objectives. I have incorporated this into our assessment process for maths. A company called Targeteers have broken down the Key Objectives into smaller steps. These are being used as individual targets for children in KS1 initially.



	Outcomes & Further Development


	· Maths mornings are to take place throughout the school to raise the profile of maths with the parents. Parents are invited to watch a maths lesson and to play games with their child. Information leaflets for parents have been produced.

· Special need children have been identified and assessed. A programme of work has been established and is being delivered throughout the school. 

· A new assessment process is in place. Individual targets have been established in KS1.

I would like to have the opportunity to further my research by looking more closely at why the progress made by children in Reception is not continued throughout the school to KS2 SATs.

I want to continue to monitor standards to see if the processes I have established make any impact on achievements and teaching.

I would also like to interview parents to see if the maths mornings and information they have received has had an impact on how they view the school and work with their child.
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
