· Proposal:   To develop and write a series of short stories from plans and short stories written by Y6 pupils working at level 3, in a range of different schools.

· To annotate re-written stories showing development from children’s own ideas in Level 4 and 5 writing.

Main Findings:  

· The initial idea, above, changed shape very rapidly as I discovered, having been teaching story writing for years, that we are setting very difficult tasks for our children. I set out to explore what some of the difficulties are and how to address them.

· I began to write stories to the criteria expected from children in order to experience first hand what the problems are. This in itself was a somewhat false premise as I am not at the stage of struggling to acquire the appropriate language skills.

· I needed to analyse why writing is so difficult even when you have acquired a certain level of literacy.

· I then needed to find a variety of methods to help address the problems.

· The work I have done will continue indefinitely, if sporadically, as I now consider this a piece of work in progress, to be tied in with other aspects of teaching literacy.e.g. Developing boys’ writing.
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
