	· To develop and write a series of short stories from plans and short stories written by Y6 pupils working at level 3, in a range of different schools.

· To annotate re-written stories showing development from children’s own ideas in Level 4 and 5 writing.

	Main Findings


	· Production of 4 stories written under test conditions as for KS2 sats, calling on ideas from Y6 children and personal experience. I wanted to find a means to help children value and incorporate personal experience into their writing. Notes on this aspect to be produced.

· Four stories based on popular Greek myths, brought up to publication standard, (I hope!) and sent to Nelson Thornes and Pearson. Rejected, but with very encouraging letters. These stories are now being prepared to be sent to a third publisher, children’s, not educational, this time.

· Greek stories given to several Y6 teachers in different schools to be used in their classrooms. Some feedback in file. Awaiting more.

· A canon of 6 stories on one theme. These stories have been piloted very successfully, as a writing project with a very disaffected Y6 class at the end of the summer term. See feedback notes from class teacher, in file.



	Outcomes & Further Development


	· The experience of a lifetime to have the time for doing something I have always wanted to do and realise that I can meet at least some of the challenges.

· A body of work that can be and already is being shared usefully with other people.

· A continuation and broadening of the project into other aspects of literacy in KS2.
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
