Proposal


To evaluate and assess the effectiveness of the Maths Intervention Project at Cathcart Street Primary School.

To optimise the continued effectiveness of the project at Cathcart Street Primary School. 

Main Findings


· The Maths Intervention Project effectively improved children’s understanding of basic mathematical concepts and promoted confidence to use more sophisticated strategies.

· The first block of intervention was more effective than subsequent blocks. 

· One or two sessions per week over a longer period of time were as effective as two or three sessions per week. 

· The key factor is the regular input of MI activities over time. 

· Poor attenders improved in fewer areas than regular attenders. 

· Children on the Special Educational Needs Register improved in fewer areas than others. 

· After Maths Intervention children were more confident and willing to ‘have a go’ during class numeracy lessons.



Outcomes & Further Development


· My sabbatical enabled me to run the project for a fourth time. 

· As funding for the project was likely to be withdrawn, MI would no longer be teacher led . 

· I ran training courses for LSAs to enable them to work with targetted children throughout school. 

· I set up a central resource area containing boxes of MI equipment for all LSAs to use. 

· I collected activities to target specific mathematical areas (eg. number bonds to 10) , and organised them into an accessible file for LSA use. 

· I purchased ‘Easiteach Maths’ so teaching staff could more easily incorporate MI methods in their whole class teaching.
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
