	To increase the standards of maths initially in keystage 1 but to build up standards for keystage 2.

To develop teaching techniques within maths across the whole school.

Information and assessment used to support classes and inform planning need.

To support identification of SEN needs.

	Main Findings


	The maths intervention programme is intended to help children to improve their mental strategies, with no emphasis no

recording. It is not intended for those children with special needs, but for those who have identifiable weaknesses. Such weaknesses can be identified by both the class teacher and by the child’s participation in the maths intervention assessment. Involvement with in the programme did increase the child’s prediction for achieving level2.

Through observation and from class teachers comments not only have children attained higher standard in maths but many of the children participate more fully and with greater confidence within the classroom environment.

For those children who did not attain, absenteeism played a major part in the outcome of the programme. 

Strategies used in relation to the project can be included in the whole class situation. The mental and oral starters at the beginning of the numeracy lessons are an ideal forum for practising strategies.
