Proposal:  

The project came about as I wanted to look at how I could support maths achievement within the school. We had low achievement in maths at the end of each keystage and many children achieving 2c. Therefore I wanted to:

· To analyse the effectiveness of the Math’s Intervention Programme with pupils in years 1 and 2.

· To look at how the strategies used within the programme could be included within a whole class.

Main Findings:  The main findings of this sabbatical were based around pupils achievement at the end of keystage 1. I initially audited through observation how pupils participated within math’s lessons in their classes and then looked at the techniques involved in giving individuals the strategies they needed in order to achieve and participate fully within the classroom.

All pupils who took part within the programme achieved higher levels in their standard assessment tests than had been predicted before the programme. Observations of pupils within their classes before the maths intervention showed that not only has it had an effect on their maths ability but it had an effect on their general confidence and participation within a range of subjects and the classroom.

Techniques used within the programme have been transferred to the daily maths lessons in order to support pupils further.

Assessment techniques have enabled all teachers to have a clearer understanding of were pupils have problems.

The intervention programme targets the areas were individual pupils have difficulties thus enhancing self- esteem .

Maths has become ‘fun’ for pupils.
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
