	Main Findings


	· research carried out in a number of countries into the learning needs of children advocates a multi-sensory approach to teaching

· schools which have adopted multi-sensory teaching methods are strong exponents of multi-sensory methods

· few schools in Wirral appear to be adopting this approach

· a multi-sensory approach involves visual, auditory, vocalisation and kinaesthetic teaching

· enables children to use stronger perceptual areas whilst exercising weaker ones

· Brain Gym can help to open new pathways in children’s brains and aid learning, improves co-ordination and concentration

· With staff commitment, and supporting resources, all classrooms can be multi-sensory

· Can raise standards in Literacy, and other areas
