To review Hayfield’s Numeracy Profile with particular emphasis on:-

1) Impact of language development on maths acquisition.

2) Revised numeracy “P” scales in order to give coherence to the development 

of target setting. IEP’s  planning and teaching. 



Main Findings


Main Findings:

1) Since the 1988 Education Reform Act it has been every pupil’s entitlement

to :

    Share the right to a broad and balanced curriculum including the National Curriculum.

Having the right is one thing but being able to access such a curriculum and make progress within it is quite another. Children with speech and language difficulties require carefully planned and differentiated work.

2) In order to map progress and monitor concept acquisition performance indicator scales had to be developed. Children with learning disabilities need smaller accumulative steps for learning the mathematics curriculum.

3) Researching what work had already been completed on P scales . 

4) Purchasing and adapting commercial P scales for the particular needs of the children at Hayfield school.

5) Purchasing and researching Language development and concepts in mathematics.



Outcomes & Further Development


1. A Hayfield Numeracy Profile from P3(.i) to level 4 national curriculum has been developed and will now be piloted in school.

2. Staff will use this profile for IEP’s targets and planning the NNS delivery in school.

3. The language profile, which deals with concepts and language within mathematics, is evolving and the pro forma will be piloted in school next year. By the summer of 2004 a Numeracy Language Profile will be available alongside the Numeracy Profile.
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
