· I have acquired lots of new technological skills that were the main objective of my study time.

· I can now use a digital video camera and edit films. I recommend Panasonic NV-GS50B; it’s very compact and easy to use, also Pinnacle Studio 8 editing software.

· I can take high quality digital photographs, print them or transfer them into documents etc. I already owned a good quality camera, but didn’t have the time to use it properly. I recommend Olympus cameras, but one with over 3 mega pixels, the higher the number the better, but they get more expensive. Also Microsoft Photoshop 7 comes highly recommended as a photo-editing package.

· I have tried out various programmes for designing, editing and managing web sites. Microsoft Front Page is a sophisticated package and not easy to use, but it comes highly recommended and with a bit of hard work produces excellent results.

· I am now able to use Front Page quite well and in a position to teach my newly found skills to the children in school, take our designs and develop a user-friendly web site and get it on line.

· I have also taken good quality photographs to put in the new school brochure.
