Proposal


· Research current practice of the delivery of the  National Literacy Strategy for English to boys experiencing SEBD

· Increase expertise in the delivery of the NLS for English to boys experiencing SEBD

· Rewrite existing KS3 schemes of work to take account of research findings

Main Findings


· The 4 part lesson structure is an ideal format for teaching boys experiencing SEBD

· It is not always in the best interest of the pupils to state in the lesson objectives that they will be producing written work during the lesson – a much more subtle and low key approach to building up to introducing written work is usually required

· Many of the published schemes of work, even for SEN pupils, progress too rapidly and do not reinforce and revisit skills sufficiently

· There are some very good published resources which provide excellent visual stimulus

Outcomes & Further Development


KS3 schemes of work have almost completely been rewritten and new resources purchased.

KS4 schemes of work to be reviewed and developed in the light of changes to the KS3 schemes

Proposal


· To develop cross-curricular links for PSHRE, Citizenship and Progress File

· To develop effective assessment, recording and reporting systems

Main Findings


· Staff in school were already covering all the targets for Citizenship within lessons across the curriculum

· There was no uniformity in their assessment and recording of this area

· By introducing a uniform structure of assessment and recording to all subjects collating evidence and reporting has become a more manageable task for the Head of Department

· Whilst some published resource for Religious Education are suitable they need supplementing with teacher resources to make the subject accessible for pupils experiencing SEBD



Outcomes & Further Development


· The new assessment, recording and reporting strategy is now in place

· KS3 Schemes of work for Religious education have almost been rewritten, resources purchased and forms of assessment and recording are being investigated

· KS4 pupils are working towards qualifications in both Religious Education and PSHE.
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
