	· To investigate the framework for citizenship at key stages 1 and 2

· To research how other schools are developing their citizenship curriculum.

· To use the results to develop a citizenship curriculum for Kingsway Primary School.

· To support the staff in the delivery of this curriculum.

	Main Findings


	· A curriculum map could be formulated across the two key stages at Kingsway Primary School.

· Other schools both on the Wirral and in Liverpool have elements of citizenship as part of their curriculum but few have developed the integration of citizenship into PSHE and the wider curriculum as Kingsway.

· The draft proposals for agreement should ensure that kingsway Primary School has taken major steps in the area of PSHCE.

· When fully in place the resources intended, should meet the demands of the staff allowing a methodical and development approach towards citizenship education across both key stages.

	Outcomes & Further Development


	· Personal development of various skills including ICT skills.

· Time to research and read around the subject.

· Development of links with other schools, professionals and individuals.

· Increase in the quantity and quality of school based resources.

· Participation in a competitive project with children.

· Working with children with S.E.N.

· Time for personal and professional development which will hopefully work towards the school becoming part of a healthy schools initiative.

· Time for personal, professional “refreshment”.

· Central themed resource packs for teaching units.

· Positive rewards systems taking into account the qualities of being a good citizen.
