Proposal:   

To investigate RM Easiteach and gain insight into how other schools have incorporated the package into Numeracy lessons. 

To introduce RM Easiteach to colleagues and support staff in the use of the resource. 

To use RM Easiteach as a tool to raise the children’s motivation, enthusiasm and attainment in Numeracy.

Main Findings: 
My sabbatical this year has been a very worthwhile experience. I have had the opportunity to visit a variety of Wirral Schools as part of my sabbatical. At these schools I have seen how colleagues have used RM Easiteach to support their delivery of the National Numeracy Strategy. Not only has this aspect of my research been valuable but also I have consequently made several useful connections that will benefit the staff and pupils at Kingsway in the future. Greasby Juniors, a Beacon school for ICT, have helped assist me in the setting up of a school website. This is an exciting project for us all at Kingsway and I hope to involve as many children, staff, parents and Governors as possible. Other useful connections have been the LEA’s advisory teacher for Mathematics, Michael Melling. Michael has provided us with a list of interactive teaching activities for Key Stage 2. A Key Stage 1 pack is on its way. He has also downloaded these activities onto the school laptop. These have now been installed on all school PCs and laptops.

I have spent some time researching websites to support curriculum areas and have produced a list of Numeracy websites for staff. I have purchased RM Easiteach for Kingsway. This license will now last a further 12 months and I hope staff will find it useful. I have run a staff meeting on the use of the software and the RM Easiteach website. The website contains many activities that staff can download and use to enhance teaching and learning. After negotiation with the Head, I have spent some of my sabbatical money on supply cover so that ALL teaching staff can have non-contact time to download activities from the website and familiarise themselves with the software.
