	To develop a multi-sensory approach to computers for our primary school special needs children.  To train school staff to create their own PowerPoint presentations as a teaching resource and a means of collating evidence of the children’s achievements which the children can revisit independently.



	Key Activities & Actions


	· Brainstorming ideas and inventive thinking time both alone and with other staff.   

· Brainstorming with an ICT technician to gain an overview of various possibilities with this project as a whole.    

· Presented my initial ideas and early developments to the school parent teachers association for their constructive criticism and approval. 

· Presented my ideas and developments in progress to the staff.  

· I trained our staff on PowerPoint presentation building and digital information gathering and encouraged and supported them in their maiden voyages within PowerPoint.   This was good fun.

· Demonstration of  Powershow developments for school visitors. 

· Discussion time with the school’s curriculum area coordinators, to determine specific presentation requirements and multi-sensory links. 

· I fed back regularly to the children via class based hands-on trials, whilst testing usability, engagement potential and technical aspects.   

· Printing off presentations to produce laminated hands-on booklets for our school library. 

· Created an intranet server with an ICT technician to make the transfer of data and Powershows much easier between all the  PC’s in the school.  

· I purchased three Sony Mavica FD 200 cameras to make the capture and download of digital images and video clips as easy as possible.
· I also bought a laptop with a CD writer to produce the presentations and for demonstrations off site.

· I undertook a huge Powershow building programme linked to all the Key Stage 1 & 2 subject areas.   

· I liased with the Vision Support Service over the development and production of multi-sensory, tactile and visually stimulating special switches for the PC. 

· I also liased with curriculum area co-ordinators over developing and producing multi-sensory tactile trays to represent aspects of the Powershows visual screen images using sound, touch, taste and smell.

· Finally, I’ve attended sabbatical meetings and presented a taster of my work at one of the meetings.
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
