· Inflatable has PIPA tag/current PIPA test certificate.

· Barriers and adequate supervision to prevent unauthorised use and control access/egress.

· Limit on numbers/age/height etc using equipment (and equipment clearly marked as to its limitations of use).

· Sited in an appropriate location, sufficient room on site for inflatable and blower.
· Supervisors must constantly watch activities on equipment#

· Supervisors aware of basic rules for use eg: all hard/sharp dangerous objects such as footwear, buckles, etc are removed; no bouncing on the front apron of the castle; no climbing or handing on the outside walls, etc.

· Equipment must not be used in high winds or wet weather

· All anchorage points must be used at all times.  It must not be possible for the equipment to move around

· All units have safety crash mats at all landing points.
