Staff instructed to wear appropriate footwear.

Moving and handling pans containing hot water for cooking purposes kept to a minimum.

Appropriate heat resistant cloths provided for handling hot pans/trays, etc.
	
	Staff instructed to avoid where possible moving and handling hot water in containers to provide hot water for cleaning purposes.

Where this cannot be avoided (eg no hot water available due to breakdown of boiler/thermostat), HOT WATER MUST BE ADDED TO COLD WATER in the container to reduce the temperature. To reduce the potential risk of serious burns.
