Combustible materials stored away from source of ignition.  Cease cooking 30 minutes prior to end of school day.  Smoke detectors fitted.  Fire Risk Assessment.  Staff trained in fire precautions and action to be taken in an emergency.  All escape routes, alarm call buttons, extinguishers and fire doors kept free from obstruction.   Fire blankets provided. 

Use of heat resistant gloves.  Levels of supervision.  Pupils not permitted to remove pans/trays from hob/oven.  Hob with fitted with guard.
