· Windows/glazed panels impact resistant.

· Visual inspections carried out by staff.

· Glass products not used in crèche area.

· Access to kitchen areas locked.

· Access gates kept locked

· Adequate supervision during external play

· Lock systems on doors

· Enhanced CRB checks for all staff.

· Staff instructed to challenge uninvited visitors

· All bona fide visitors/contractors instructed to report to reception.

· Trained first aiders
· Medical Policy

· Details of medical history for children with medical/physical needs maintained.
