	Mower fitted with wheels which can be wheeled up and down, one step at a time.  Wheelie bin provided for grass cuttings.  Caretaker advised not to over-fill bags.  Safety footwear to be worn at all times.

Appropriate non-absorbent gloves to be worn when filling petrol tank.  Personal hygiene.

Filling of petrol to be carried out in bunded well ventilated area away from water drains and sources of ignition. In the event of spillage, refer to material safety data sheet. 

Caretaker instructed to wear appropriate gloves.  Where possible scrape off debris ith tool to avoid contact with blades.

Caretaker instructed not to clean blades whilst machine in operation. To switch off machine and ensure blades have stopped rotating.
