· Pre-warn pupils prior to visit regarding danger from water.  Good supervision.  Note locations of life-saving equipment and how to use it.  Do not attempt to venture far out across the mud.  Check times of tides prior to visit.

· When conducting activities involving contact with water from ponds, streams or on a beach all open cuts should be covered by waterproof plasters etc and/or the use of barrier cream.

· On conclusion all members of group should thoroughly wash their hands.

· Only access beach by designated steps from cliffs.

· Do not allow pupils to walk too near to the edge or run when near cliffs.

· Warn pupils not to talk to or go with strangers.

· Supervision when pupils need to go to the toilets.

· Constant head count during visit.

· Follow hygiene instructions for all activities during lunchtime.
