	Qualifications

	· Unaccompanied walks (or ‘remote supervision’ expeditions such as those undertaken by DofE groups) are seen as a separate and distinct activity.  As such they will require different strategies, preparation and route choice.
· Pupils must carry their own emergency equipment.
· Pupils must have clear and concise instructions for emergency procedures and have emergency contact numbers.  These in turn must be permanently manned by a person who has a clear idea of the necessary action to be taken.
· It is good practice for each group member to have a waterproof card with contact numbers and the names of the other group members plus an emergency action plan.
· Mobile phones are frequently out of range in the hills and although useful at times, must thus be regarded as just another layer of cover.
· DofE training and assessment expeditions must be approved via the LEA.
· This is a Category 3 activity and therefore requires prior approval from the LEA even if the Party Leader is qualified.
