Moving and handling care plan for pupil.  Staff trained in safe and correct procedures.  Recommended that 2 staff/carers are involved with hoisting a person.

Pupil’s health care plan.  Positive handling strategy training given to all staff. Staff trained in safe and correct use.  Manual handling training.  Equipment maintained in good order.  Staff to report defects.  Staff to ensure battery charged daily.  Recommended that 2 staff/carers are involved with hoisting a person.  

Good standards of housekeeping maintained.  Regular inspections of area.   Spillages to be cleaned prior to use.

All equipment PAT tested.  Staff carry out visual inspections prior to use.  Defects reported and equipment taken out of use.

Staff to ensure adequate clearance prior to use.  Good standards of housekeeping maintained.  Access restricted to staff and pupil requiring attention.  Hoist to be used at the slowest speeds.  Hoist must not be used to transport individuals from room to room. 

Pupil to be evacuated using equipment. Recommended that 2 staff/carers are involved with hoisting a person.

NB  HOISTS SHOULD NOT BE USED TO TRANSPORT PUPILS FROM ONE ROOM TO ANOTHER EXCEPT IN AN EMERGENCY.
	
	Uneven floor tiles in shower area make it difficult to manoeuvre equipment.  School to seek advice from hoist suppliers re suitability of wheels.  It may be necessary to consider alternative flooring.
