	Staff, children, Caretaker, Cleaners, First Aiders

Higher risk group

New and expecting mothers

Persons with specific disability or medical condition likely to be affected by blood borne disease or those whose immune system is not functioning properly.

Individuals who may be exposed to syringes while carrying out refuse collecting/tidying grounds

Individuals who carry out waste disposal, lavatory cleaning, maintenance or plumbing
	
	Trained first aiders

Open wounds covered with waterproof dressings before administering first aid

Good personal hygiene standards – thorough handwashing after contact with blood and body fluids.  

Good environmental hygiene – cleaning and disinfecting contaminated equipment

Wearing latex-free gloves, disposable aprons for hig-risk/messy activities.

Use of visor/goggles/safety spectacles or mask worn where there is a risk of splashing

Contaminated waste disposed of safely

Staff instructed not to handle discarded needles/syringes.  Litter pickers provided.  Sharps box provided.

Care plans for staff/pupils with special needs.
