· Staff trained in safe and correct use of equipment.  

· Staff  and pupils instructed to avoid staring directly into projector beam.  

· Standing facing the beam is minimised.

	· Stick or pointer provided to avoid need for user to enter beam.

· Pupils supervised at all times when asked to point out something on screen.

· Projectors are mounted on ceiling to reduce risk of staring at projector lamp.

· Blinds fitted to all external windows to minimise the lamp power needed to project a visible image.

· Lamp switched off when not in use.
