- Use of a ‘buddy’ (a friend of child) to sit next to and support child when at the dinner table ensuring no unknown foods are touched/eaten. Provide guidance on what to do should they believe child may be having an allergic reaction.

- Second emergency box to be stored in the dinner hall, with 1 further epipen.

	Good personal hygiene is encouraged at all times to try to reduce contact being made with products containing traces of peanuts.
	- Parents responsible to check the expiry date on Epipens and provide new products.

- All children that are likely to be sitting near child in the dinner hall to be made aware of the need to keep their food items to themselves, not to take food from other people’s lunches and to encourage good personal hygiene.

- Awareness raising with all children about allergic reactions and the signs and symptoms to recognise. Provide guidance on steps to take should they become aware of a situation which appears to be an allergic reaction.
