SLIP HAZARDS


Wet, greasy, dusty or dirty floors; spills or splashes of solids or liquids; oil leaks; etc. Unsuitable floor surface or covering; unsuitable footwear; slopes or changes of level;  etc.














TRIP HAZARDS


Uneven surfaces – bumps, ridges, holes & cracks; level changes; loose, worn or damaged floors, tiles, carpets or mats; low level obstructions – trailing cables & hoses, tools & equipment, raised manhole covers, door catches & stops; etc.














STAIRWAYS, STEPS & RAMPS HAZARDS


Slippery steps; none or insecure handrails; no signs; wet/hazardous steps & landings; equipment & materials stored on stairs; poorly maintained or cleaned; etc. 














BEHAVIOURAL ISSUES THAT INCREASE RISK


Running or rushing around; not looking where going; hands in pockets; not using handrails provided; taking short cuts; carrying large objects up/down; etc.














FACTORS THAT INCREASE RISK


Undefined or poorly organised walkways; poor housekeeping & maintenance; congestion; inadequate lighting; inadequate route signs; on-route distractions; adverse weather conditions; lifting or handling; etc.
