Investigating the Angles in Cyclic Quadrilaterals

Construct a circle.

Construct any cyclic quadrilateral using a series of four segments.

Label the four vertices of the quadrilateral A, B, C, and D.

Click on the top button and then click away to clear any pink highlights.

Measure each angle at A, B, C and D by clicking on the relevant three points, in the appropriate order, clicking Measure then Angle. Click away each time to clear any pink highlights.

Click on Measure and Calculate.

Click on one of the angle measurement boxes, then the Add key then the opposite angle measurement box. Click OK.

Create a calculation which adds the other two opposite angle measurement boxes.

Move any of the points A, B, C or D.

What do you notice?

Can you prove why this happens?
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
