PROPOSAL TO CEASE TO MAINTAIN THE DELL PRIMARY SCHOOL

Notice is hereby given in accordance with section 29(1) of the School Standards and Framework Act 1998 that the Metropolitan Borough of Wirral as the local education authority (“the Authority”) intends to discontinue The Dell Primary School, The Dell, Rock Ferry, Birkenhead, Merseyside, CH42 1PU from 31 August 2006. 

Parents of pupils on roll at The Dell Primary School at 31st August 2006 will be asked to express a preference for one of the alternative local schools, either Rock Ferry Primary School or Grove Street Primary School. Pupils may transfer to any local primary school, subject to availability of places and the admission arrangements published in the Authority’s information booklets for parents. Parents of pupils who are due to be admitted to Foundation 2 in September 2006 and who have already completed a parental preference form for The Dell Primary School will be offered the opportunity to complete a new parental preference form. 

It is proposed to re-draw the catchment zone of The Dell Primary School in order to divide it between Rock Ferry Primary School and Grove Street Primary School. 

No measures to increase places at receiving schools should be required. 

Applications for school transport to alternative schools will be considered on the basis of the Authority’s published school transport policy available on request from Education and Cultural Services Department, Conway Street, Birkenhead and published in the Authority’s information booklets for parents. 

Within six weeks after the date of publication of these proposals, any person may object to or make comments on the proposals by sending the representations in writing to

Within one month after the end of the representation period, the Authority will send to the School Organisation Committee for the area copies of all representations made (and not withdrawn in writing) within the representation period, together with the Authority`s observations on them.

1) The purpose of this notice is to close The Dell Primary School and to advise pupils who attend The Dell Primary School, and pupils who live in the catchment zone served by The Dell Primary School, of alternative provision available to them.

2) Acton Road, Alpha Drive, Buxton Road, Chatsworth Road, Haddon Road, King Street, Kings Walk, Kirkfield Grove, Manor Lane, Mersey Lane South, Morecroft Road, Nelson Court, Nelson Road, numbers 465 to 581 and 526 to 576 New Chester Road, Peterwood, Queens Road, Rock Lane East, numbers 2 to 44 Rock Lane West, Rock Park, Rock Park Road, Sefton Road, St Peter's Mews and Wilton Road would be rezoned to Rock Ferry Primary School.

Cargill Grove, Coulthard Road, Courtney Road, Dell Grove, Delta Road East, Delta Road West, Ferries Close, Harrogate Road, Harrogate Walk, Hassal Road, Knowsley Close, Knowsley Road, Melville Avenue, numbers 583 to 723 and 578 to 728 New Chester Road, Platt Grove, Power Road, Proctor Road, numbers 1 to 67 Rock Lane West, St Peter’s Road, The Dell, The Esplanade, Victoria Drive, Woodin Road and Woodward Road would be rezoned to Grove Street Primary School.
