THE DELL PRIMARY SCHOOL (DfES No. 3442247):  PROPOSAL FOR CLOSURE

I refer to the statutory notice published by Wirral LEA on 19th October 2005.

The requirements of section 29 of, and Part 1 of Schedule 6 to, the School Standards and Framework Act 1998 and the Education (School Organisation Proposals) (England) Regulations 1999 and their subsequent amendments have now been satisfied and the School Organisation Committee has considered the proposal to close The Dell Primary School with effect from 31st August 2006 or the nearest practical date thereafter.

The School Organisation Committee, in exercise of the powers conferred on it by paragraph 3(2) of Schedule 6 to the 1998 Act approves the proposal. 

The reasons for the committee’s approval are as follows:

After a lengthy period of review and consultation, this proposal was published in order to allow the LEA to provide a more efficient education for all Wirral’s children. This school has high current and projected surplus places, despite the Authority locating other services into the building. These services can be relocated in the event of closure. The school is small in terms of number on roll and expensive to maintain. As funding to the school reduces, educational provision may suffer. There are places for all the children currently attending The Dell at local schools within a reasonable distance, and the majority of parents within the catchment zone already choose to send their children to an alternative primary school.
