VYNER PRIMARY SCHOOL (DfES No. 3442008) & ST OSWALD’S CE PRIMARY SCHOOL (DfES No. 3443012):  PROPOSALS FOR CLOSURE AND TO OPEN A NEW CHURCH OF ENGLAND (CONTROLLED) SCHOOL ON THE ST OSWALD’S SITE
I refer to the statutory notice published by Wirral LEA on 19th October 2005.

The requirements of sections 28 and 29 of, and Part 1 of Schedule 6 to, the School Standards and Framework Act 1998 and the Education (School Organisation Proposals) (England) Regulations 1999 and their subsequent amendments have now been satisfied and the School Organisation Committee has considered the proposals to close Vyner Primary School and St Oswald’s CE Primary School with effect from 31st August 2006 or the nearest practical date thereafter and the opening of a new Church of England (Controlled) School on the St Oswald’s site.

The School Organisation Committee, in exercise of the powers conferred on it by paragraph 3(2) of Schedule 6 to the 1998 Act approves the proposals. 

The reasons for the committee’s approval are as follows:

The amalgamation of these two schools will combine the strengths of both originating schools for the benefit of the community. There are several reasons for the decision to propose amalgamation at the St Oswald’s site, including the suitability and size of the existing buildings, the expenditure required to extend and enhance the accommodation, continuity of provision for children in the Special Needs Class, and maintaining the proximity of the CE Controlled school to the church. Concerns regarding high EMF levels may be understandable, but are not justified. The review process was carried out properly, including extensive consultation on a number of different options for the area. Amalgamating these two schools will allow the LEA to provide a more efficient education for all Wirral’s pupils.
