Minute 48 - EDUCATION AND LIFELONG LEARNING: CONSULTATION ON POSSIBLE AMALGAMATION OF PRENTON INFANT SCHOOL AND PRENTON JUNIOR SCHOOL 

Minute Text :

The Director of Education and Cultural Services sought authority to hold consultations with relevant parties on whether to propose the amalgamation of Prenton Infant and Junior Schools.

The Cabinet member with responsibility for Education and Lifelong Learning (Councillor P L Davies) reported that the Leader had received a letter from the Chair of Governors at Prenton Infants' School opposing the proposed amalgamation, but he emphasised that the report was only proposing consultation at this stage and did not anticipate the outcome. He confirmed that an earlier letter sent to the Director of Education and Cultural Services had been taken on board in the decision-making process.

A decision was required to enable the consultation process to take place.

Resolved - That consultation be held into the possibility of amalgamating Prenton Infant and Junior Schools into a single all-through Primary School.
