Minute 391 - EDUCATION AND LIFELONG LEARNING: PRENTON INFANT AND JUNIOR SCHOOLS 

  Minute Text :

The Director of Education and Cultural Services submitted a report describing the outcome of consultations on the future of primary education in the Prenton area and recommending that notices be published with a view to the amalgamation of two schools - Prenton Infant and Prenton Junior - with effect from 1 September 2005 or the earliest practicable date thereafter. The Education and Cultural Services Select Committee had considered the matter at its meeting on 16 December 2004 and endorsed the administrative arrangements for the amalgamation of the schools (minute 84 refers).

A decision was required to approve the amalgamation arrangements. This matter involved a key decision which had been identified in the Council's Forward Plan.

  Minute Decision :

Resolved - That Cabinet approve the following amalgamation arrangements:

(a) that notices be published proposing the amalgamation of Prenton Infant School and Prenton Junior School into a single primary school;

(b) that, if the necessary administrative arrangements allow, the date for the amalgamation be 1 September 2005; if this proves impracticable then the earliest possible date consistent with necessary administrative and organisational preparations should be selected.
