Example 2 

Searching for all the venues with 30 or more guests including the dates and staff.

This involves using both tables to find the results you are looking for.

Step 1 Use the wizard to help you set up your query
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Here I have already selected the details needed from the Booking Table.

I now need to select the correct details from the Events Table
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This is all I need to carry out my Query

Once again I will need to modify this query to only find those I need to solve my problem.
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There are many different expressions and search criteria, which can be used to carry out queries such as:


= Equals


> Greater than


< Less than
