	In this unit pupils consider the information they need to produce a Relational database system.

They collect data, design a structure to contain the data and enter it into a file. Using this data, they query for results, consider the audience needs to produce a professional finish and are able to draw conclusions.

During the process they learn how to add fields to the database, consider data validation, verification and primary keys. Once data has been collected they use results to produce reports of findings.
	 This unit introduces the construction and use of a relational database to students.

· Sort data, query and produce a report on their findings
