Year 6 Activity for Co-ordinates ITP
Learning Objective

· Read and plot co-ordinates in all four quadrants
Teaching Activity
Display the Co-ordinates ITP initially only displaying 2 quadrants. 

[image: image1]Q     What do you notice about the x and y axis?
Position the co-ordinates marker in the first quadrant (creating marker point a) but hide the co-ordinates, ask the children to define the co-ordinates of the point.  Check by showing the co-ordinates, reinforcing that they are both positive.  Position the co-ordinates marker in the second quadrant (creating marker point b), ask the children to define the co-ordinates, reinforce negative x axis reading and positive y axis reading. Continue to create marker points in both quadrants.

Q     In which quadrant would you find a  marker point with co-ordinates

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Reset the grid displaying all four quadrants.
