· Read and plot co-ordinates in all four quadrants
Teaching Activity
Display the Co-ordinates ITP displaying all four quadrants. 

Q     These points are the co-ordinates of the angles of a polygon: (1,5), 
        (2,5), (4,3), (2,1), (1,1).  What is the name of the polygon?
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Check by plotting the co-ordinates and drawing the shape.

Continue this line of questioning, giving the children co-ordinates in all four quadrants for them to interpret, identifying the polygon.

Ask the children to mark points on the grid, identifying their co-ordinates.
