Learning Objective

· Begin to read o’clock time
Teaching Activity

Show the analogue clock and set time to an o’clock time and time progression for one hour.

Count together around the clock face, showing the numbers match the hours.
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Ask the children to set the time to a given o’clock by clicking on the + and – buttons.

Set the time to 5 o’clock.

Talk about different times through the day that are significant to the children.

Set the time to when we start school.

Set the time to lunchtime.

Learning Objective

· Read the time to the hour or half hour on analogue clocks
Teaching Activity

Show the analogue clock and set time to an o’clock time and time progression for one hour.

Review telling the time to the hour.

Ask the children to set a given time, such as half past four, by clicking the + and – buttons.

Year 2 Activity for Tell the Time ITP
Learning Objective

· Read the time to the hour, half hour or quarter hour on an analogue clock and a 12-hour digital clock, and understand the notation
Teaching Activity

Discuss with the children digital and analogue time – where would they see these times in everyday life.

Show the analogue clock and set time to an o’clock time and time progression for one hour. 
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Repeat by hiding the analogue clock, set a time on the digital clock.

What is the time shown on the digital clock?


Can you describe the position of the hands on the analogue clock? 

Do the same for the quarter hour, discussing why the time progresses in intervals of 15 minutes. Similar questions can be asked relating to quarter past and quarter to the hour.

Year 3 Activity for Tell the Time ITP
Learning Objective
· Read the time to the nearest 5 minutes on an analogue clock and a 12-hour digital clock, and use the notation
Teaching Activity
Review telling the time to the hour, half hour and quarter hour using both the analogue and digital clocks.
Discuss how the intervals around the analogue clock face relate to minutes.

Explain that when we use word time we use minutes past until half past, then use minutes to the next hour, whereas the digital clock only has minutes past the last hour.
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Hide the digital clock and set a time on the analogue clock.

Year 4 Activity for Tell the Time ITP
Learning Objective

· Read the time from an analogue clock to the nearest minute, and from a 12-hour digital clock
Teaching Activity

Review the partitions of an analogue clock face and how they show hours and minutes.
Review the difference between word time on an analogue clock, which uses minutes to, whereas digital time only uses minutes past.
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Hide the analogue clock and set a time on the digital clock. Use times up to 30 minutes past and after 30 minutes past.

Year 5 Activity for Tell the Time ITP
Learning Objective

· Read the time on a 24-hour digital clock and use the 24-hour notation
Teaching Activity

Use the analogue and digital clocks together.
Set the analogue clock to 12 o’clock.

Set the digital clock to use 24 hour notation.

Count through a day, perhaps using everyday events, drawing particular attention to what happens to the digital time after 12 noon.
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Ask the children if they can set the times on the clocks when given a particular time.

Use minutes past and minutes to, reviewing the change in use of the hour between analogue and digital time – quarter to 4 is 3.45.

Set the analogue clock to a time, including some using minutes to an hour.

Linking the work to a familiar story or poem, such as ‘Hickory Dickory Dock’?





Have you tried…





Hiding the clock, setting a time to the hour or half hour and asking the children to describe where the hands will be?


Asking the children how long it is between two times, as they count the half hours from one to the other?





Have you tried…





Hiding both the analogue and digital clocks, giving a time and asking what would appear on the analogue and digital clock faces.


Asking for the time an hour, a half hour or a quarter hour before or after a given time?


Asking a child to set a time on the analogue clock and asking another child what will appear on the digital clock? [Or vice versa]





Have you tried…





Hiding both the analogue and digital clocks, giving a time and asking what would appear on the analogue and digital clock faces.


Using periods of 5 minutes, add on or take off periods of time from a given time, counting on or back to find the new time?


Asking a child to set a time on the digital clock and asking another what will appear on the analogue? [Or vice versa]

Giving word time as 37 minutes past 4 and as 23 minutes to 5?


Asking what the time will be in one hour, half an hour, quarter of an hour, five minutes? And then comparing the times on the analogue and digital clock faces?


Asking what the time was one hour, half an hour, quarter of an hour, five minutes before a given time?


Using am and pm?

Comparing am and pm times?


Asking the children to set the analogue clock to show 20.48 or to set the digital clock to show 8.48 pm?


Using the clocks to count back or on to find solutions to problems?

Set the time to an hour and set the time to advance in 5 minute intervals.





Move the clocks forward in 5 minute intervals, saying both the word time on the analogue clock and the time shown on the digital clock.





Use those times, hide either clock face and ask for the time shown on the other.





Set time intervals to be half hour.





Advance the clock to show how the hands move from the hour to the half hour.





Discuss positions of the hour and minute hands.








Set a time.





Count together through hours and match the times to the digital time.





Do the same for the half hour, discussing why the minutes past show 30.





Hide the digital clock, set a time on the analogue clock.

Set the time intervals to 1 minute.
