Year 6 Activity for Measuring Scales ITP
Learning Objective

· Convert larger to smaller units and vice versa. Know imperial units (lb and oz).  Know rough equivalents of lb and kg.

· Record estimates and readings from scales to a suitable degree of accuracy
Teaching Activity

      Display the Measuring Scales ITP showing a maximum value of 1000 units 
      and with [image: image1]the scale interval set initially at 10.  Show the pointer but hide the 
      digital readout display.  Discuss the scale with the children, practice reading 
      the scale by positioning the red arrow around the scale and asking the 
      children to estimate the mass, reinforce 
      reading in a clockwise direction.

Add weights into the scale pan.               

Q       What is the mass shown?

Invite the children to display certain amounts on the scale:

Q     Can you position the red arrow  

       to show ½ kg?  ¼ kg?  1/5 kg?  
       1/10 kg?

     Display certain amounts on the scale and ask the children to convert the 
     amounts from g to kg.

     Q      (Display 750g) Can you convert amount this to kg?

     Make links between kg and lb (1kg = 2.2lb) 

     Q      (Display 500g)  Can you convert this amount to lbs?

     If you have an interactive whiteboard write on these amounts in the relevant 
     places on the outside of the scale (1kg = 2.2 lb, ½ kg = 1.1lb)  Ask the 
     children questions requiring them to convert kg to lbs and vice versa.
