Year 3 Activity for Multiplication Facts ITP
Learning Objective

· Understand the operation of multiplication as repeated addition

· Extend understanding that multiplication can be done in any order

· Know multiplication facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times-tables
Teaching Activity

Display the Multiplication Facts ITP with the rows set to 5 and the columns set to 10.  Begin by asking the children to explain the pattern of blocks.  Move the column marker along the columns encouraging the children to count in 5s as you do so.  Stop when part-way along the number line, draw the children’s attention to the number line which is developing at the bottom of the screen.

Q      What will the next number on the number line be?  How do you know?

If using an interactive whiteboard, write the next numbers in the sequence on the number line, as suggested by the children.  Continue moving the column marker and complete the calculation.

Q     What is the answer to the number sentence 5 x 10?
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Display the answer.

Without resetting the program, move the row marker down the rows, this will create a number line which ‘jumps’ in 10s and a new calculation is display.

Q     What is the answer to the number sentence 10 x 5?

Display the answer making links between the two number sentences and the fact that the numbers are simply rearranged within the number sentences but still give the same answer.

     Try other examples asking the children to predict the second number sentence and 

     answer before displaying on screen.
