Investigating angles on a straight line

Use the fourth button to construct a straight line.

Use the second button to create a point on it. 

Use the fourth button again to construct a line from your point to somewhere above your first line.

Click on the fifth button then click on each of your points in the order shown below. The computer will label them A to D.
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Click on the top button and then click away from everything so that nothing is pink.

Click on B then A then C. Click on Measure and Angle.

Click away from everything so that nothing is pink.

Click on C then A then D. Click on Measure and Angle.

Click away from everything so that nothing is pink.

What do you notice about the sum of the angles?

Click and drag point C, keeping it above BD.

Does your sum stay the same?

Why?
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
