STATEMENTS OF ATTAINMENT

Dimension 1 (Stories and People)

1a
Give examples and recount stories in Christianity and in at least two other religious traditions.

1b
Identify the nature of religious stories and their power to convey meaning and give insight to the believer.

2a
Recognise that stories and events play an important part in the education of the religious person and the events of the community. 

2b
Show how attitudes as seen in stories and events influence past and present moral issues.

Dimension 2 (Celebration)

1a
Recognise common themes underlying the celebration of a religious tradition and the key beliefs and values being expressed through them.

1b
Identify aspects of celebration regarded by some believers as essential.

1c
Investigate meanings given to ritual actions in worship and meditation.

2a
Recognise ways in which a festival may be celebrated.

Dimension 3 (Lifestyle)

1a
Recognise that people adopt particular lifestyles within Christianity and at least two other religions. 

1b
Identify through appropriate examples some of the dilemmas faced by believers in living according to the rules of their religion.

Dimension 4 (Beliefs)

1a
Recognise the nature of beliefs in general and of religious beliefs in particular and identify the effect these might have on lifestyle.

1b
Recognise that belief in God involves both trust and commitment.

2a
Identify and explain a variety of attitudes and responses to the key concepts of – right and wrong, suffering, salvation, death, judgement, eternal life.

Dimension 5 (Ethics, Values and Issues

1a
Understand the consequences of belief for behaviour.

1b
Show a knowledge  of the ethics and values of Christianity and two other world faiths and a basic understanding of their application.

2a
Begin to identify the diversity of responses to contemporary issues and concerns.

Dimension 6 (Community)

1a
Be familiar with ways in which commitment to (religious) communities may be expressed.

1b
Understand some reasons why people commit themselves to (religious) communities.

1c
Have knowledge of how (religious) communities respond to particular situations.

1d
Be able to identify places of worship and how they reflect the belief of the religious community.

2a
Begin to recognise the motivating beliefs of different religious groups/communities.

2b
Realise that conflicts of loyalty may arise.

2c
Begin to identify the religious ideals underlying concern for social and moral injustices.

AT3 (Evaluation / Response and Cross Dimension)

a
Communicate understanding of the attitudes and behaviour of others.

b
Express personal responses through a variety of media.

c
Support viewpoints by reason, argument and the use of evidence.

d
Respond constructively to beliefs different from their own.

e
Acknowledge the basis of their own beliefs.
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
