Defining the six key non-fiction writing structure

The following definitions of the six generic non-fiction structures are adapted from EXEL Writing Frames.  University of Reading.

1. Recount

Purpose   To retell events with the intention of informing/entertaining the audience.

· Structure usually consists of:

· a scene-setting opening

· a recount of events as they occurred

· a closing statement

· Language features usually consist of:

· past tense

· chronological order

· doing/action clauses.

2. Report

Purpose  To describe the way things are: reports can describe a range of natural, cultural or social phenomena.

· Structure usually consists of:

· an opening, general classification

· a more technical classification (optional)

· a description of phenomena, often including qualities, uses, parts and function.

· Language features usually consist of:

· present tense

· non-chronological

· focusing on groups of things (generic participants)

3. Procedure

Purpose  To describe how something is done through a series of sequenced steps.

· Structure usually consist of:

· a statement of what is to be achieved

· a list of materials/equipment needed to achieve this goal

· a series of sequenced steps to achieve goal (often diagram/illustration)

· Language features usually consist of:
· simple present tense or imperatives (‘do this/that’)

· chronological order

· focusing on generalised human agents rather than individuals (‘first you take’ rather than ‘first I take’)

4. consists mainly of doing/action clauses.
5. Explanation

Purpose  To explain the processes involved in natural and social phenomena or to explain how something works.

· Structure usually consists of:

· a general statement to introduce the topic

· a series of logical steps explaining how or why something occurs.  These steps continue until the final state is produced or the explanation is complete.

· Language features usually consist of:

· simple present tense

· using temporal (then, next, after etc.) and/or casual conjunctions (because, therefore etc.)

· using mainly action clauses.

6. Persuasion

· Purpose Persuasive writing takes many forms, from advertising copy to political pamphlets, but its purpose is to try to promote a particular point  of view or argument

· unlike a discussion paper which considers alternative points of view.

· Structure usually consists of:

· an opening statement (thesis)

· the arguments – often in the form of points

· a summary and restatement of the opening position.

· Language features usually consist of:

· simple present tense

· focusing mainly on generic human participants

· using mostly logical rather than temporal conjunctions therefore not chronological.

7. Discussion

Purpose  To present arguments and information from differing viewpoints.

· Structure usually consist of:

· a statement of the issue and preview of main arguments.

· arguments for, plus supporting evidence

· arguments against, plus supporting evidence

· recommendation given as a summary and conclusion.

· logical conjunctions (therefore, because etc)
