Links with attainment targets for English, Science and Technology.  Organised in themes such as ‘Friends & Neighbours’ can be used by person leading assembly, or would lend itself to class assembly as set out with parts for Narrator & Characters.  (Fairly simple scripts - lots of characters)





Needs preparation.  e.g. words music for suggested hymn and words for characters.





Would be a good resource for class assemblies.

Learning objectives are specific and focused.  There are useful cross-curricular links.





The book is organised into 6 sections each containing 4-5 interrelated assemblies dealing with issues on a related theme.





Clear lay out and easy to follow.  Skills grid at back of book.  Very detailed - but from using themes specific to young children

Clear links with other subjects – eg music, art PSHE





Can be used in whole school collective worship, has plenty of follow up classroom activities (photocopiable)





Organised in themes/topics eg friends, family.  Comprehensive guide to using biblical material.

Useful book with short stories for occasions when taking collective worship at short notice.  Stories are short but there are notes at end of each for follow-up ideas.  Also a short prayer at end of each story.





Organised in sections e.g. True Stories, Christian Stories could use for stories to build an assembly around





Further Comments





Short stories suitable for KS1.  A whole variety of clear themes, with thoughts to share.  Language aimed at KS1.  





Can be used for short notice assemblies.  Some ethical issues - e.g. bullying.  86 assemblies suggested.








Further Comments





Would build into a useful resource/loose leaf file/photocopiable.  Contains stories, prayers, thoughts and suggestions for songs.  Also includes a record page.  Might become repetitive after a number of years?  Published 3 times a year - each publication contains 20 hour assemblies.





Common themes.  Addressing KS1 and KS2.  Includes prayers, reflections and song suggestions.  Includes some/main Christian Festivals and some other religions.  Includes CD – calm and tranquil music for assemblies











Further Comments





Useful for Class Worship / Circle Time activities.  Simple objectives used.  Good structured ideas/questions to ask given.





Can be used for multi-faith work as ideas for related work given.  Use of visual aids suggested, e.g. flowers, eggs





Further Comments





The annual subscription buys three mailings of assembly materials arranged in themes, with five assemblies to each theme.  There are also ohp slides and CDs of appropriate music.  The themes are wide-ranging, multicultural, treated in some depth and at times hard-hitting.  They repay preparation as there are sometimes several readers required.  A disadvantage is that they are rather long and may need to be split.  Subscribing for a year or two furnishes a good bank of materials to draw upon over time.  Each volume contains 30 new Assemblies








Further Comments





This compact paperback provides fifty assembly readings round five themes: Attitudes and Beliefs; Heaven; People; the Christian Year; Past Present and Future.  Reflections and prayers are appended where appropriate.





The extracts contain much of interest but they require confident and sophisticated readers, and confident and sophisticated listeners.  Probably best suited to older pupils (sixth form) in an academic context.  Sections are linked to major Christian festivals.








Further Comments





Each of the 39 themes is organised into 2 or 3 units directed at Years 7, 8, 9, 10 & 11 respectively.  Each unit is divided into three short sections: a quotation, a reflection and a one-time conclusion or resolution.  This is a useful source of ideas for further development and would also be a useful standby in emergency.  The themes are quite wide-ranging so there is plenty of variety.  The brevity of the extracts make this useful for classroom-based form assemblies: further elaboration and development are needed for us on longer more formal assemblies.





Further Comments





The stories can be used to generate questions and get children to think, debate and pass issues around that are topical and/or relevant to their situations.








Further Comments





Useful for class assemblies.  God links for Dance curriculum.  Music provided - well set out and explained (even for non-dance specialist).





Takes different themes from literature stimulus, seasonal celebrations, body language and one dance on a social issue - ideas could be adapted to other dances.  Themes on subject matters to be built in over a few days, or weeks - towards a performance.

Very simplistic and straight forward.  The termly books have assemblies specific to special events in the Christian calendar.  Part of a series.

Stories from a wide variety of countries.  Good variety of stories.  Part of a series for infants and junior teachers.








Further Comments





Organised by genre and indexed by Heroes.  Flexible use - teacher select single piece or several elements to form collective worship.








Further Comments





At the back there is a calendar for each of five years (in this case 2002 – 2005), updated every so often.





The religious festivals from a range of countries, religions and cultures are listed on the appropriate dates and can then be cross-referred to the main body of the book which provides descriptive notes on the background to each festival.

Assembly materials for the Primary and Secondary age-range are available term-by-term, covering appropriate times of year (eg Advent), people (eg Josephine Butler) or themes (eg 'future news: Whose Format is it Anyway?')  Most require some preparation, but there is a rich mine here of useful  materials appropriate for school use in lessons as well as assemblies, designed to stimulate religious understanding and moral and spiritual development.  Also deals with contemporary /current issues.
